You must answer “yes” to all 10 statements for the temporary export exception to apply.

MAYBE, U.S. export control licensing requirements may apply to export of my laptop, phone, tablet, ipad, other electronic device or their operating software if
neither part A nor part B above applies. | should seek more information.
