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Element 9.1:
A COM must establish and publish, to the public, admission requirements for potential applicants to the
osteopathic medical education program and must use effective policies and procedures for osteopathic
medical student selection for admission and enrollment, including demonstration of technical standards for
admissions.

Procedure Statement: TCOM shall adopt admissions policies and criteria designed to recruit and enroll diverse
and highly qualified candidates for the Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine (D.O.) degree. The selections process
shall consider the outcome performance of its graduates thereby enabling the college to meet its mission and
objectives. All admissions policies and technical standards shall be published in the college catalogue.
